B. Suck a Bug 
1. Discussion:  *Have you ever sucked a bug?!
   *Today we are making a piece of scientific equipment called an insect aspirator. It’s a way to capture and collect an insect without ever touching it. 

    *What are some insects you can’t touch? (stinging insects like ants, or very small, or very fragile insects)


2. Help kids make their own bug sucker.


3. Take kids on hunt outside.

4. Bring insects inside to show others. Try to ID some.
(needed supplies: clear film canister, aquarium tubing, modeling clay, gauze, scissors, single hole punches)




C. Indoor Botanical Garden of Art 
1. Discussion: * Today we are going to do an activity that is really made for junior high kids, but you guys can handle it!

       * Show kids a leaf sample, ask them to describe its shape.

       * Are all leaves the same shape? Pass out plant part sheet.
       * What is this leaf shape called?

       * There are different leaf shapes, different ways stems are attached to plants and even different kinds of roots. We are going to use this page to make some cool artwork that will be paper sculptures of plants with special parts.

2. Give each group of 2 – 3 kids a plant place card.

3. Help kids make create their own plant sculpture.

(needed supplies: plant place cards, sections of black bulletin board paper, construction paper, yarn, raffia, markers, pom-poms, pipe cleaners, scissors, scotch tape, glue, stapler)

Summer Camp Ice Cream


Divide kids into groups of  2-3.



Discussion: 

1. * We know hamburgers come from plants, but what about ice cream?
    * What ingredients are in ice cream? For this recipe we are using two main ingredients, 1 cup half&half  (cream), 2 tablespoons sugar.

    * We’ll also make either chocolate or vanilla ice cream, where does the flavor of chocolate and the flavor of vanilla come from. 
Show photos, share text -     attached   d 
2. Help kids add ingredients to smaller cans of each group.

3. Have them choose and add plant flavors ( 1 teaspoon vanilla or 2 tablespoons chocolate syrup) then seal the can.
4. Place smaller can into larger can. Help them to add repeating 2” layer s of ice then a small handful of rock salt around the outside of the smaller can.

5. Seal the larger can then allow kids to roll the can back and forth for 10 - 15 minutes as the ice cream freezes and expands.

6. Take cans away to be rinsed off and placed an freezer to allow the ice cream to firm up until a bit later in the day!

(needed supplies for reach group of 2-3: 1 large coffee can, 1 small coffee can, 1 c. half and half, sugar, choc. syrup, rock salt, ice )

The Great Cover Up (BUFFER activity, if needed)
 

Discussion: 

1. *Ask kids if the can explain what the word camouflage means.

*Animals and insects sometimes camouflage themselves, why?

2. Pass out copies of insect templates. Tell kids they will be looking around the room and deciding on a place to “hide” their insects in plain site.

3. Have the carefully color an insect to blend into the surroundings and cut away the excess paper.

4. Help kids to use tape to try to secretly attach the insect to its

1. Tell the kids that leaves have cool patterns inside their shape. Show kids 2 leaves (parallel veins and one with netted veins).

2. Explain that there are two kinds of leaves – monocots with parallel veins,  and  dicots with netted veins.
3. Show them how to use the side of the crayon to make a leaf rubbing. Have them carefully make red or blue rubbings, then carefully cut them out. 
4. Each kid should try to create and cut at least 5 leaves before time ends. Have them help place leaves to begin forming flag.
(needed supplies: bulletin board paper, leaf samples, 10 red, 10 blue crayons)

1. Quickly read aloud  - The Gardener
2. MG demonstrates how to take a cutting and then helps kids take cuttings 
(needed supplies: potting soil, plant material, gallon zip lock bags, scissors, rooting hormone)


F. Hummingbird Bottle Feeder 
1. Ask kids to describe hummingbirds. Ask why they visit flowers (to eat nectar).
2. Explain that they we be recycling bottles and coat hangers to create a humming bird feeder. 

3. Help kids place small nail hole in center of cap then paint with red and yellow markings.

4. Then help them to bend 2 coat hangers to form a cradle for  bottle.

5. As kids finish early, allow them to color hummingbird page.

(needed supplies: paper for table, newspaper, seven small paint brushes, red and y acrylic paint, hammer, small nail, bottles, hummingbird facts color page – attached )

Nature Color Wheel


1. Divide kids into groups of 3-4.



2. Discussion:




* What color are plants?

* What other colors have you seen in other plants?

*Is there a color that your don’t see very much in plants

3. Introduce color wheel to groups. Challenge them to fill it in using any plant materials found around the building. Go over rules about taking a small color sample of a plant.


4. Tell groups they have 10 minutes to find color samples to complete the wheel and send them out with leaders.


5. Once groups return have them notice that blues are usually the hardest colors to find in nature.

6. Point out that the color wheel can also help us see what colors go well together. Colors on the opposite sides of the color wheel are called complimentary colors.
(needed supplies: one big post it poster per group, marker per group, scotch tape)
